Photography Operating Procedures
Eligibility Requirements:
1. Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

2. Participants must be at least 8 years old.

Camper/Staff Ratio:

1.
There must be at least 1 staff member for every 8 participants.

Equipment and Maintenance:


1.
Enlargers
a) Must be covered up at the end of every summer to protect them from dust.

b) They must be wiped off with a damp rag before use at the beginning of the summer.

c) Chemicals must never come in contact with the enlargers.

2.
Trays, Tanks, Reels, Easels, etc.

a) Trays must be washed out with soap and water at the end of the last class of the day.  Rinse them thoroughly and air dry.

b) The tanks and reels are to be rinsed thoroughly and left to air dry.

c) Wipe off the easels with a damp cloth when needed.

Safety Precautions
1. Wear goggles and gloves when using chemicals in any way. 
2. Eye wash solution must be available.

3.  “Test run” developing procedures with campers in the light before dark room work.

4. Never allow “horseplay” while campers are developing film.

Emergency and Rescue Procedures:

1. In case of chemicals in someone’s eyes, wash with eyewash and take victim to the nurse’s office.
2. In case of allergic reaction to the chemicals, wash with soap and water, and take victim to the nurse’s office.
3. In the case of a missing person alarm, instructor should take campers to the road to meet their counselors or families before continuing with cabin sweep.  If the instructor is a sweeper in the dorms, they then proceed to do that job.

4. In case of a fire drill, instructor should take campers to the beach to meet their counselors or families.  If the instructor is a sweeper in the dorms or a fire hose helper, they will find a group to their class to the beach and proceed with their job.
